Persuasion: Use of rhetorical questions, facts and 
figures to sway the reader 
 
Recounts: Reflect on our residential trip to Youlbury. 
 
Upcoming in term 6: Fantasy and discussion writing. 

Angles: Understand / use degrees, classify 
angles, measure angles up to 180 degrees 
and around a point. Angles within shapes. 
 
Position and direction: Read and plot 
coordinates, translation, lines of 
symmetry, horizontal and vertical lines. 
 
Decimals: Add and subtract decimals 
(with same and different number of 
decimal places), sequences, multiply and 
divide by 10, 100, 1000. 

Living things and their habitats 
We will look at the differences in the 
life cycles of a mammal, an 
amphibian, an insect and a bird. We 
will also describe the life process of 
reproduction in some plants and 
animals. 
 
Animals including humans  
We will outline the changes as 
humans develop to old age. 
 

Programming: Selection in quizzes 
We will revisit how conditions can 
be used in programs and learn 
how the If… Then… Else structure 
can be used to select different 
outcomes depending on whether a 
condition is true or false. 
 
Introduction to Vector graphs 
We will learn how to use different 
drawing tools to help create 
images.
